CRIN strives to improve the lives of children by disseminating information about child rights and promoting the Convention on the Rights of the Child.

What can CRIN offer?

· CRIN website: www.crin.org. Updated daily, the CRIN website is a leading resource on child rights. It contains a wealth of information as well as references to hundreds of publications, recent news, future events and reports presented by NGOs to the United Nations Committee on the Rights of the Child.

· E-mail information service. CRINMAIL regularly distributes information about child rights as well as new publications and upcoming events. CRINMAIL is distributed twice a week in English and once a month in French on child rights issues worldwide and once a month in Spanish on child rights issues in Latin America. CRIN also distributes a monthly newsletter in English on Children and Armed Conflict.

· Directory of Child Rights Organisations. The Directory of Child Rights Organisations is a comprehensive tool for finding information on organisations around the world working in child rights. On becoming a member of CRIN, your organisation will automatically be included in this directory, and enjoy increased recognition within the child rights community. In addition, it includes information on how to contact other member organisations of CRIN.

· Publications and events. CRIN’s database has information on approximately 2,000 texts and bibliographic material on child rights which include books, reports, conferences and articles. Through CRIN you can promote publications and events related to child rights to other member organisations. By joining CRIN your organisation can become part of a network of experts that work in the field of child rights.

· Newsletter. CRIN’s newsletter is published three times a year in Spanish, French and English. It is a thematic newsletter that focuses on a specific issue affecting children which includes a summary of news, activities and campaigns. It is available in printed or electronic format.
